My Lesson Plan

1. Level: Third-year junior high school students
2. Material: “Yesterday once more”
3. Goal: Students will try to listen to the song and try to catch the meaning

before they sing in the class after they listen to the CD many times
outside the classroom.

4. Preparation: CD for each group, handout( lyric of “Yesterday once
more”both in English and Japanese)

5. Procedure:

(1) Homework(Students listen to the CD after school at school or at
home, write down katakana on the hand out, and try to catch the
meaning.

(2) Day one (Most of the students have listened to the CD some times
and have almost understood the meaning of the lyric).

Write down the numbers to show the answer.

Indicate stressed syllable and sound change.

Have students sing the song at the beginning of the class.
(3) Day two ~ day six

Have students sing the song at the beginning of the class.
(4) Day seven
Performance contest (students sing in front of the class and are

evaluated according to rhythm, volume, pronunciation, and
emotion.)
