Report — Extensive Reading

5. Activity
(1) Watch the movie for two periods
Students were given a reading assignment during the winter vacation. Before they started to read the

book at home, they saw a movie for two periods so that they knew the beginning of the story.

(2) Read the story and do the activities on the book during the winter vacation
As for an assignment, students didn’t have to translate the story at all, but they had to do "the

activities" in the book. These activities include "before reading”, "while reading” and "after reading"

activities.

(3) Read the story again in class for five periods
Students made a group of four. Then they did the "while reading" and "after reading" activities on

the book and some additional comprehension questions. Then they read the story aloud.

(4) Watch the movie for one period
After reading the whole story, they saw the rest of the movie and compared the endings of the movie

and of the book.

6. What happened

Many students had difficulty reading the whole story by themselves. Most students gave up reading
after they read chapter 2 or 3. There were many words they didn't know and they were so irritated
with their reading speed. They couldn’t wait to get to the end of the story. However, most students
said they could easily read the chapters they saw in the movie. That is, pre-reading activity of
watching movies would be a great help.

After the vacation, in a group, they did "the activities" and some additional questions first. Then we
checked the answers in a class. While we checked the answers, I summarized the chapter in easy
English. Then one student from each group came in front of the class and took turns to read the
chapter aloud. Since "the activities" on the book are well organized, they can be very good guides for

reading. We didn't do any translation work, but it would not be much trouble.
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7 . What I learned / Findings

Students did this kind of extensive reading for the first time in their life. Because of the lack of
their vocabulary and lack of the reading strategies, many of them couldn’t read the story by
themselves. However, they enjoyed reading the book in class and seemed to be satisfied with
finishing the story.

The issues are

1) how to introduce this kind of extensive reading in a regular class schedule
2) how to teach reading strategies

3) how to build up their vocabulary and how to introduce the dictionary use
