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This is a content-based course in spoken and written commu-

nication. For content, this course centres around the theme of
language learning — a topic familiar to all students in this depart-
ment — and aims at improving students’ linguistic skills. Using
language learning as a theme for discussion, students will not
only improve and develop their fluency in English communication
(reading and speaking), but also learn the skills necessary to
acquire a second or third foreign language. This course will benefit
teacher trainers as well as students who wish to be more effective
communicators and (language) learners.

Students should spend 180 minutes outside of class reading, sum-

marizing, and reviewing the reading material for their next class.

This course will involve reading 8-10 pages per week as home-

work. Students should be prepared to take an active role in the
class discussions, debating the relevant issues they have read
about. Students will learn to read with a critical eye, as well as
form opinions based on sound judgement. Finally, based the notes
taken in class, students will select one area of interest and write
a long report about it. Guidance and assistance will be provided
throughout the writing process.
