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7. EBRY purpose

-Providing the students with an opportunity to improve
their language skills in an English-speaking country
through classes at a local university during the first
two weeks.

-Living with an Australian family and experiencing
cultural differences first hand for an entire month.
-Experiencing work in an Australian company through

a work experience program during the last three weeks.

8. KEWHA content

Students took English classes at Griffith University for
the first two weeks, followed by a three-week work
experience. An excursion to a koala sanctuary taught
students about Australia's fauna and local/global
environmental issues and added a meaningful yet
enjoyable local experience to their trip. As a result,
students seem to have become much more active and
willing to communicate in English. Most conversations

between the students and me took place in English at the




students’ initiative. However, there was a noticeable
drop in English abilities compared with the previous
years. The internship provided them with a meaningful
work experience in a foreign country with different ways
of working. It also was an opportunity to deepen their
understanding of diversity such as gender, cultural
background, religion, etc. Students attended a
presentation given by a successful Japanese business
owner in Australia, who explained business and cultural
differences between Japan and Australia. It brought
students to reflect deeply and share their own views.
Students asked many questions, which shows how
engaged they were. This will surely prove beneficial in

their development as global human resources.

9. R result, outcome,

Students developed their language skills, willingness to
communicate, autonomy, intercultural understanding,
camaraderie, they became more active, reflected deeply

about themselves, Japan, and their future.
