QFEEOBE - BIZ

One of the goals of this course is to improve your English skills
through reading literature in English. Another hope is that you
either love literature and want to read it more closely, or that
you want to try reading literature in English and you will learn
to love it. The greatest gift of literature is that it creates empathy
for our fellows and helps us redefine ourselves and what we
believe in. We expand our awareness. Knowledge of the world,
an increase in critical thinking skills, and pure enjoyment are
also benefits of reading and important aims of this course.

OEENA
In the first class, the teacher will introduce how to read short
fiction in English. Intermediate-level English is preferred but not
necessary. Only a desire to read works in English and discuss
them is all that is necessary.

Each week students will read one short story (or novel chapter/
excerpt) by an important and well-known author for homework
and the class will discuss it. Most authors will be American
but there will be some from other countries. The teacher will
provide story handouts so there is no need to purchase a
textbook.

Each class will begin with a short biographical sketch (through
a slide presentation) of the author and cover some of the
important points of each story. Students will break into small
discussion groups and discuss various aspects of the story: Plot,
characterization, setting, theme, and so on.

Most of the stories will be short, under 10 pages. There will be a
diverse range of authors covered. Some possible authors/stories
include Lucia Berlin, Raymond Carver, John Cheever, Roald Dahl,
Ernest Hemingway, O. Henry, Franz Kafka, Clarice Lispector, Toni
Morrison, Haruki Murakami, Flannery O'Connor, and Andy Weir.

Homework will be reading next week's story and annotating/
highlighting the text in order to aid in discussing it. Optional
homework includes writing short reaction papers to each story.
